We want a government that will stand for the truth and a fair go for men and boys but more importantly the women and children that we love so dearly."

This movement has a broad consensus on fundamental issues. The preamble to The 12pt Plan says, 'The greatest resource this country possesses lies in the families of our nation. At the same time, the strength of our families depends on the quality of the relationships between our nation's mothers and fathers. The quality of the relationships between mothers and fathers and their children will determine the destiny of Australia. The future of Australia lies in the character of our children.
